All dogs may be asked to perform  

individual tasks (i.e. walk, trot, pose.) 
 

1.  Just You and Me Kid 
        One dog of any age shown by a child.  
         To be judged on child’s ability to handle       
         dog. 
 

2.  Old Buddy, Old Pal 
         One dog, aged 10 and up, shown by a       
         child or adult. To be judged on the dogs 
         obedience, spryness and nobility. 
 

3.  Mirror Image  
         Two dogs of any age of the same breed    
         or that look alike shown by a child or adult.  
         To be judged on their resemblance to  
         each other. 
 

4.  Twins at Heart 
         One dog of any age shown by a child or     
         adult. To be judged on resemblance to    
         the handler.   

5.  Retriever Sporties   
         (Dog does not need to be a retriever)  
         One dog of any age to be shown by a  
         child or adult. To be judged on retrieving  
         skills of a ball, frisbee or other toy.  
         (Please bring your own toy.) 
 

6.  Trickster 
         One dog of any age to be shown by a child  
         or  adult. To be judged on performance of  
         any trick of the handler’s choice. 
 

7.  Outstanding Feature 
         One dog of any age to be shown by a child   
         or adult. To be judged on an outstanding or  
         unusual feature (i.e. longest tail or ears.) 
 

8.  Costume Class 
         One dog of any age to by shown by a child  
         or adult. To be judged on best costume.   
         Dog must be in costume but  the owner  
         does not need to be.  
 Costume Classes are: 
         A.  Farm Dog 
         B.  Kid Class 
      C.  Best Dressed 
      D.  Miscellaneous
